  Comments are requested concerning a petition filed by 

Bear Ridge Solar, LLC (Petitioner), pursuant to Section 68 of 

the Public Service Law, seeking lightened regulation as a 

wholesale electric generator, as well as a Certificate of Public 

Convenience and Necessity.  The Petitioner seeks authorization 

to construct and operate an up to 100-megawatt photovoltaic 

solar energy generation facility in the towns of Cambria and 

Pendelton in Niagara County, New York.   

  Construction and operation of the project would be 

subject to the terms and conditions of the Siting Permit for a 

Major Renewable Energy Facility issued by the Office of 

Renewable Energy Siting (ORES) on July 31, 2023.  The scope of 

the Commission’s review of the petition filed in this proceeding 

will not duplicate the issues that were previously considered 

and decided by ORES.

The principal purposes of the procedural conference 

are to identify any potential parties and provide interested 

persons an opportunity to present and explain any proposals 

regarding the procedures they believe should be followed in this 

case by the ALJ and Commission including, but not limited to,  

whether any issues of fact presented by the petition or public 

comments warrant an evidentiary hearing.  Other procedural 

issues also may be addressed.
