The policies for insurance other than group are not shared with the parent company, but
are shared with the other subsidiaries.

The most recent percentages for distributing the cost of the policies are attached.

The General Liability, Auto Liability and Workers Compensation premium is based upon
a combination of loss experience (50%) and exposure 50% (e.g., estimated annual payroll
and number of vehicles). The loss experience is based upon a 5 year average of historical
loss experience. An AW subsidiary can enjoy a lower premium with an effective loss
control and safety program which mitigates frequency and severity of claims. The S year
average is used to smooth out losses if a subsidiary has a consistent safety program but
may suffer one year of bad claims experience. A subsidiary with an ineffective safety
program and poor claims history will bear a larger share of the premium. This is
consistent with the commercial insurance market underwriting practice.

Property insurance is based upon % of NER's total insurable value (TIV) of property,
plant and equipment compared to AW TIV.

All other insurance is based upon NER estimated annual payroll % compared to AW
TIV.

1. The company indicated that the Safety Award Program was proposed in lieu of the cash award
of $500 per employee that was given in November 2006. However, it appears that the $46,000
booked to Account 504500.16 - Other Welfare Expense — (i.e. Other Welfare Operation AG) was
not normalized out of the historic test year to account for the proposed Safety Award Program.
Please explain why not and whether an adjustment should be made to the company’s revenue
requirement calculation for the rate year ending March 31, 2009.

2. The table presented in ACL-2 shows a significant reduction in WC/Cost from 2005 to 2006.
Please explain the reasons for the significant drop as well as provide original source
documentation (e.g. carrier invoices, bills, etc.) illustrating the decrease. Also, please explain the
relationship, if any, between the WC/Cost presented in ACL-2 to the projections of Workers
Compensation presented in Exhibit 12, Tab 16 (Insurance Other than Group).

A. 1. An adjustment will be made to remove the $46,000 from Exhibit 9, page 17 if the Safety
Award Program is allowed.

2. The primary explanation for the reduction in costs was the major reduction in the
frequency of claims incurred in 2006 and the fact that there were no significant injuries
associated with these claims.

There was an increased emphasis on worker safety in 2006, including the
institution of an all encompassing ergonomic program that was provided to help educate
employees at all levels of the organization on the hazards they experience performing
day-to-day activities and simple changes to the way they perform their tasks to help
minimize the frequency and severity of muscular-skeletal injuries that had been
occurring. The program was well received at all levels of the organization, and the efforts
of the management and union personnel at LIAW in identifying these types of hazards,
and practicing sound ergonomic principles into their daily activities, helped drive down
both the frequency and severity of the type of claims that had been occurring.

In addition, a voluntary light duty program was instituted, in which employees
who were injured on the job would be offered the opportunity of performing restricted
duty work, provided the treating physician felt such work activities were appropriate.
This program, when utilized, will not reduce the number of OSHA recordable claims, but
does offer a means to reduce the number of lost work day claims, which reduces the cost

of the claim by minimizing or avoiding the payment of temporary disability benefits by
the carrier.

The reduction in Workers Compensation claims will not immediately result in any
reduction in premiums for Workers Compensation. The policy currently in place is a
retro-premium policy that is based on frequency and severity over a period of time and
any reductions obtained in a single year may not have a significant impact on premium
costs. The retro period is 66 months, so any saving generated in 2006 will not impact
premiums for the foreseeable future. Furthermore, the workers compensation experience
modification rating, which helps determine the premium being billed, is based on a three
year history.

The retro premium program provides for premium stability, especially for an
insured like American Water who maintains a large deductible, in that claim costs can
and do periodically increase over time, due to ongoing treatment or worsening of the
claimant’s condition, and these costs have to be captured. The retro policy allows ample
time to properly capture these costs without having the policy holder (the company)
being billed additional funds each year to make up deductibles.

It is anticipated that continued improvement in safety awareness and performance
will ultimately prove to be a positive impact on premium reductions and additional
savings being achieved, provided the frequency and severity of claims remains low. It
must be remembered that even a single claim, resulting in significant medical treatment
and disability to an employee, could negatively impact these potential savings.
