By this letter, KeySpan Gas East Corporation d/b/a Brooklyn Union of Long Island (the
“Company”) respectfully requests a 30 day extension of time to comply with the requirement
contained in the February 24, 2014 “Commission Determination” (“February 24 Determination”)
to issue refunds to the specified complainants by March 26, 2014. The Company respectfully
requests that the Secretary exercise the discretion to extend the March 26, 2014 deadline.
